An initiative group may independently or in cooperation with other organisation submit an application to participate in this programme.

Areas of activity covered by the Grant Programme to support projects submitted by Indigenous Peoples of Sakhalin:
Grants to support initiatives and projects contributing to preservation and development of the traditional culture:

· Educational and informational activities that increase community understanding and/or preservation of the traditional culture;

· Actions and events aimed at resolving issues related to traditional culture and the indigenous population involvement in volunteer actions, contributing to preservation and development of ethnic traditions and ethnic conscience;  

· Other projects.

Grants to support initiatives and projects contributing to development of the indigenous community potential:

· Educational and informational activities that contributes to development of the indigenous community potential;
· Actions and events aimed at solving issues of the indigenous potential development;

· Projects aimed at establishment/strengthening of interaction of the indigenous population with other public organization and various authorities;

· Other projects.

Grants to support projects related to health protection, prevention of diseases and promotion of healthy lifestyles:

· Population involvement in volunteer actions targeted at prevention of diseases, preservation of health and promotion of healthy lifestyles;

· Actions and events aimed at resolving specific local problems related to health and sports;

· Programmes and events aimed at prevention of diseases and preservation of health of the socially vulnerable sections of the community;  

· Provision for various population sections, including the socially vulnerable sections of the community, of new rehabilitation perspectives;

· Other projects.

Preference in determining the participants of a grant programme will be given to projects which:

· Provide broad involvement of indigenous citizens in project implementation;

· Include additional financial or in-kind support from other sources;

· Show a possibility for ongoing community activity or development after completion;

· Bring concrete practical results to local communities in resolving issues related to traditional   render specific assistance in resolving the issues of traditional nature management, development of the indigenous community potential, health protection, prevention of diseases and promotion of healthy lifestyles, as well as those projects that may serve as a model for collective activism in other communities.

Competition grant programme funds cannot be used to:

· Implement commercial projects that will return a profit;

· Pay salaries (compensations);

· Purchase office equipment;

· Provide humanitarian assistance to specific individuals;

· Conduct research;

· Cover administrative expenses, not related to material expenditures.

Amount of one grant and number of grants:

· Up to 10 projects—10,000–30,000 roubles;

· Up to 5 projects—31,000–70,000 roubles; 

· Up to one project—71,000–140,000 roubles.

Project period: 

· Not more than six months. 

Applications to participate the small grants programme must include:

· Name of organization;

· Full name of the head of organization/leader of the project; 

· Legal address, contact information (phone number, fax, e-mail);

· Name of the project and its description, including the objectives, tasks and actions involved in the project, the start time and end time of the project; the number of people involved in the project implementation, the estimated results, co-sponsoring, additional funding, partnership relations with other organizations, the project budget, control of project implementation, i.e. control of the implementation of the project objectives, tasks and actions;   

· Bank account details 

Please be advised that the Company will not consider applications with no information provided on some of these minimal eligibility requirements.

The procedure of taking award decisions:

All applications received in time will be checked for minimal eligibility requirements and evaluated by the Company’s Expert Council, which provides for participation of the Company’s specialists, of the regional authorities, of the Council of the Authorized Representatives of the Indigenous Peoples and of independent NGOs. 
The list of projects to be selected on the basis of their preliminary evaluation will be made.  

The awarded organizations will be notified by the Expert Council.

During the whole period of project implementation the use of targeted funds and the project implementation itself will be monitored by Sakhalin Energy employees.  Upon the end of the project period its evaluation will be conducted. 

Reporting: 

After a project is completed, the initiative group/organization is to provide the report on the results of the project, including a financial one.
